THE LIGHT OF CHRIST SHINES AT ASSUMPTION 

We believe that Jesus Christ breathes His Spirit on us so 
that we can strive to become a more perfect expression of 
the Good News in all aspects of everyday life. 

 
 

Throughout 2009, 136 infants received the Sacrament of 
Baptism in Assumption Church. 
 
As the first in the Catholic Church’s Sacraments of 
Initiation, Baptism is a time of special joy and blessing for 
each family.  It is a public sign of parents’ faith and trust in 
God’s love.  In seeking baptism for a child, parents make 
a public promise to journey with them, to be their first 
teachers, and to offer a guiding hand.  But parents are not 
on this journey alone.  In baptism, each child is welcomed 
into our Church family.  Because as members of the 
Church we are all connected to each other, the 
Assumption Parish Community is committed to partner 
with parents in nurturing the faith of each child.  We will 
provide you with the resources, guidance, and 
Sacramental preparation you will need to continue to raise 
your child in the Christian Faith. 
 
Please call the Assumption Parish office at 973-539-2141 
to make arrangements to have your child baptized.  To 
help you understand the full meaning of baptizing your 
child in the Catholic faith, we require all first-time parents 
to attend a baptismal preparation class led by one of our 
deacons.  The baptismal preparation class is held on the 
second Tuesday of each month in the downstairs Library 
of our Parish Center.  You can register for the class when 
you schedule your child’s baptism. 
 
You will be asked to name two godparents for your child.  
The role of godparents is to help their godchild lead a 
Christian life.  Traditionally, the godparents are the ones 
who insure that their godchild is given a Christian 
upbringing if the parents are no longer able to fulfill that 
responsibility.  But they also help the parents in the 
ordinary circumstances of daily life – by their special 
concern for the godchild, by their example, and by 
whatever assistance they can provide in raising the child. 
 
The godparents should be should be present at the 
baptism to profess their faith as representatives of the 
child’s extended spiritual family and of the whole Church.  
During the liturgy, they declare their readiness to help the 
parents  “in their duty as Christian mothers and fathers.”   
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THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD  

After all the people had been baptized and Jesus also had 
been baptized and was praying, heaven was opened and the 
Holy Spirit descended upon him in bodily form like a dove.  
And a voice came from heaven, “You are my beloved Son; 
with you I am well pleased.” (Luke 4:21-23) 
 

Today we celebrate the Baptism of the Lord as the 
Christmas Season draws to a close. Our liturgy invites us to 
reflect on the meaning of our own Christian Baptism.  Jesus’ 
Baptism by John marks the beginning of His public ministry 
of preaching about the Kingdom of God. His work of healing 
and reconciliation, all His miracles and His call of the 
Disciples would follow during the next three years.  We who 
are baptized are called to continue the work of the Lord 
which He has entrusted to each of us according to our own 
vocations as single people, married mothers and fathers, or 
as priests and religious. Baptism gives us the gift of Christ’s 
power in our lives.  Here is a reflection I hope you will enjoy. 
 

There is a folk tale from India [...] It seems that there 
was a good king who ruled wisely and who ruled well. 
One day the king called his three daughters together 
and told them he was leaving on a long journey. "I wish 
to learn about God, so I will need to go away and spend 
a long time in prayer. In my absence I will leave the 
three of you in charge. Before I leave I would like to 
leave each of you with a gift; a gift I pray will help you 
learn how to wisely use your power to rule." Then he 
placed in each of their hands a single grain of rice. 

 

The first daughter tied a long golden thread around her 
grain of rice and placed it in a beautiful crystal box. 
Every day she looked at it and reminded herself that she 
was powerful. The second daughter took one look at the 
common grain of rice, and threw it away, thus 
squandering her father's mysterious gift. The third 
daughter just looked at her grain of rice for a long, long 
time - until she finally understood what to do with it. She 
went outside and planted it in the ground. And it became 
a seed, giving life beyond itself, eventually turning into 
vast fields of hope and nourishment for others. 
 

When the father returned years later, he asked his three 
daughters what they had done with their grains of rice. 
Though he was polite to his first two daughters, he did 
not respond to their explanations with much enthusiasm. 
It was only after the king saw the fields of grain resulting 
from his third daughter's wisdom that he responded with 
delight. Taking the crown off his head, he placed it on 
hers, saying, "Beloved, you alone have learned the 
meaning of power." From that day forward, the youngest 
daughter ruled the kingdom. She ruled long, and she 
ruled wisely, and she ruled well. (William R. White) 

 

As 2010 begins we ask the Lord to help us discover anew 
the great gift of our vocations beginning with a greater 
appreciation of the meaning of Christian Baptism - the 
beginning of our sacramental life and the gateway to all the 
sacraments.  As we strive to grow in holiness and greater 
charity we ask the Lord to help us foster vocations to the 
priesthood and religious life among our young people in our 
parish.

SPIRITUALITY 
 

Concluding this series on Spirituality, I would like to cite 
an example of a healthy view of the body from the life of 
St. Francis of Assisi.  Before he received the stigmata, the 
marks of the passion of Jesus Christ, Francis was very 
hard on his own body.  He starved it and subjected it to 
severe penances, and he drove himself to physical 
extremes of  exhaustion.  However, once he was touched 
by the Lord with the wounds of the stigmata on Mt. La 
Verna he began to ask forgiveness of his own body.  He 
shifted from treating his body as an object, to embracing it 
as the subject of God’s loving touch.  “Brother Ass,” as he 
affectionately dubbed it.  He asked forgiveness of his own 
treatment of his body, punishing it instead of embracing it 
as he once embraced a leper. 
 

And so it is with us.  Once we finally touch the Lord and let 
him touch us, we are made whole and holy.  Then, as St. 
Francis writes in his last testament, “What before seemed 
repulsive is turned into sweetness of soul for us because 
of that loving, holy touch of God.”  We move from a “I-am-
a-worthless-worm” theology to an “I-am-a-beautiful-and-
good-person” theology.  And because of that new attitude 
of self-acceptance and self-love, instead of getting to 
Heaven “at last,” our “going there” is itself a kind of 
heaven.  And our lives, even in their continual conversion, 
become celebrations of the wonderful works of God. 
 

Surely we are not losing our Catholic Spirituality, as some 
contend.  We are not giving up the pursuit of life in the 
Spirit.  Rather, we are infusing the classical and tried 
elements of spiritual conversion and growth with a joy and 
celebration that stems from a renewed sense of our own 
worth and bodily value because of the loving touch of

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A NEW ERA:   Jesus’ baptism 
united him with God’s people in 
a special way.  In our Baptism, 
we were baptized in Christ and 

now share in his Spirit.  We are also told, “You are my 
beloved child.” 
Adults: Am I aware that I am God’s beloved child?  How 
do I experience my belovedness? 
Children:  When do I feel God’s love for me?  Do I know 
how special I am? 
A Family Perspective:  As you gather as a family, identify 
some of the expectations and behaviors that govern your 
family life by answering the question, “What are some of 
the things that make our family life unique?” Celebrate 
these things about your family life. Observe that Jesus' 
identity as the Beloved Son of the Father governed his 
behaviors, attitudes, and expectations. Recall that at our 
Baptism we were made children of this same heavenly 
Father. How does this identity as a member of the family 
of God govern and shape our family life?  
 
RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD:  Use one of these 
suggestions or one of your own to respond to God’s Word 
this week. 
In the home:  Look for pictures of the Baptism of family 
members.  Talk about the meaning of that day as you see 
it now. 
In the workplace or in school:  Ask your friends what they 
remember of their Baptism and what it means to them 
today. 
In the community:  Think back to the last time you 
participated in a Baptism.  Try to connect it with your own 
experience of being the beloved of God.

WHAT’S THE GOOD WORD?:  According to the website 
mygoals.com, 95 percent of resolutions made for 2008 
were unrelated to relationships or family life, focusing 
instead on weight loss, careers, and personal growth.  But 
goals for family life deserve attention, too.  In Words Kids 
Need to Hear (Zondervan), David Staal outlines phrases 
parents must use with their children in order to help them 
to become the people God made them to be.  Resolve to 
use all of these phrases in 2010. 
 

·  “I believe in you.”  When parents articulate belief 
in their children, children respond by living up to 
that belief.  The words themselves are not as 
important as the actions that go with them – 
looking for opportunities to increase trust and 
responsibility; asking the child for her opinion; 
focusing on the child and what he is doing or 
saying. 

·  “You can count on me.”  Staal cited a survey of 
fourth and fifth graders, only 40 percent of the whom 
said their parents “always” kept their commitments 
to them.  A surprising 24 percent of the children said 
their parents “sometime” or “never” kept their 
commitments.  Staal says that the commitment to 
“actively participate” in life with kids is the best 
investment a parent can make. 

·  “I’m sorry.  Please forgive me.”  These can be tough 
words for parents to say because they worry that 
saying them will diminish their authority.  Not so, 
says child psychologist Chick Moorman:  “Authentic 
authority flows from respect, and sincere apologies 
foster the connectedness and trust that is necessary 
for (authority) to lovingly evolve.” 

·  “Because.”  Far from using the word as a complete 
sentence, the author suggests that when parents 
give children strong and compelling reasons for their 
beliefs, children are better able to confidently follow 
the parent’s direction. 

·  “No.”  Children need boundaries, and it is a parent’s 
responsibility to show them where these boundaries 
are.  Whether it’s saying no to a PG-13 movie for an 
8 year old or inappropriate clothing for a 12 year old, 
parents who are willing to inconvenience 
themselves by saying “no” when “yes” is easier will 
raise children who are secure with limits.
