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CATECHIST ENRICHMENT

We are blessed at this parish to have 84 volunteer
catechists who serve our children and youth ranging in age
from 3% to 16. Men and women, young and old, married
and single, mothers and fathers, they have each accepted
the call to be a catechist and to teach others to observe all
that Jesus has commanded. There are joys and challenges
when gathering with learners to explore the mysteries of our
Catholic faith. To remind them that the Holy Spirit is in their
midst and to know Jesus’ constant nearness: “lI am with
you always” (Matthew 28:19), we periodically offer them
opportunities to enrich their own spiritual lives; to learn and
grow stronger in faith.

One such opportunity was provided this past Wednesday.
These faith-filled volunteers met at Xavier Center on the
College of Saint Elizabeth to walk a 38 foot indoor canvas
Labyrinth. A labyrinth is a circuitous path leading to a
center.

GLORIOUS PSALMS

The Glorious Psalms

| firmly believe that the most essential source of
inspiration for our prayer life is the 150 Psalms.
Originally all of the Psalms were attributed to King
David, and during the first centuries of their existence
were edited to substantiate this assumption.
However, through on-going archeological discoveries
in the last 75 to 100 years, we have learned that the
Psalms were composed over a period of centuries
from the Babylonian Exile through Persian rule and
the return of the Jewish people under King Cyrus and
the Maccabean Jewish leadership, or the years circa
587 BC to 103 BC. We now know some of the
Psalms were written by certain groups of temple
singers known as “the sons of Korah” and “the sons of
Asaph.” Other Psalms are variously attributed to
Moses, Solomon, Heman and Ethan. About one third
of the Psalms have as of yet no source of authorship
attributed to them.

In any event, they are the “heart” of the Bible, literally
placed in the center of both the Old (or Hebrew) and
New (or Christian) Testaments with Psalm 118 verse
8 being the absolute center of the Bible and having
594 chapters before and 594 chapters after the
Psalms. Some other noticeable characteristics of the
Psalms are: the shortest chapter in the Bible is Psalm
117, and the longest chapter is in the Bible is Psalm
119.

These sacred song-prayers (because originally and
even today, liturgically) were meant to be sung and
not recited. That is why even today at all our Sunday
Liturgies we sing and do not recite the Responsorial
Psalm. Over the on-going months, | am going to
present the Psalms written in language to emphasize
their inclusiveness. In each case, | have “rewritten”
each Psalm as a meditation on the core content and
meaning of the original.

TEACH YOUR KIDS TO “OFFER IT UP™ One
temptation of parents is to try to protect their children from
all difficulties in their lives. Yet difficulties are great
teachers. They reveal strength we didn't realize we had
and teach us how to deal with frustration in a helathy way.
They can also help children to learn the practice of “offering
it up.” The spiritual practice of “offering it up” is simply the
exercise of offering one’s difficulties and sufferings for the
good of others. For example, offer up the stress of a major
deadline for someone who is sick. Or a mother might offer
up the challenge of a stressful day for a daughter who is
frightened about a test she’s having that day.

The beliefs underlying this practice tap into the hidden
power of intention and connection. As Christians we
believe that we are all one in the mystical body of Christ. If
you turn your difficulties of the day into a prayer for others,
that prayer will have an effect for good. It's an expression
of our unity, solidarity, and love.

So when your children gripe and moan about a test, a
project, a boring class, reinstate the practice of “offering it
up” for someone in need — a grandmother, a friend, even a
pet. It will put their difficulties into a new light, moving them
away from hardship and toward opportunity. That's a
lesson we could all afford to learn.
