of John shortly after the completion of the original 
version.  Although the mysterious “beloved 
disciple” recognizes the raised Jesus even before 
Peter, a moving reconciliation between Jesus and 
Peter takes place.  Whereas Peter had denied 
Jesus three times, he now declares his love for 
him three times, and is commissioned to shepherd 
Jesus’ flock in close imitation of Jesus.�

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This Sunday’s Gospel comes from the last chapter of St. 
John’s Gospel and it contains the beautiful account of 
the Risen Lord coming to Peter and the disciples when 
they were fishing.  Jesus invites the disciples to come 
and have breakfast with him and then he asks Peter 
three times if he really loves him.  This is to undo or 
reverse Peter’s three-fold denial of Jesus in the 
courtyard of the high priest during the passion.  Peter is 
forgiven by Jesus and then entrusted with caring for the 
flock of the Lord when Jesus commands him,  “Feed my 
sheep.”  Here is a reflection about mercy and 
compassion I hope you will enjoy. 

Abraham Lincoln’s Second Inaugural 
speech has one line that reminds you 
what a caring and compassionate man 
Lincoln was. He was speaking about the 
coming end of the War and he said: "With 
malice toward none; with charity for all." 

Lincoln put this idea into practice on the 
day that news arrived in Washington that 
the war was over. A crowd gathered at 
the White House and a military band was 
playing some festive music. Lincoln stood 
on the balcony of the White House and 
spoke. Instead of lashing out against the 
South, he spoke of the horrors of war. He 
spoke of families getting back together. 
He spoke of a time of peace. Then he 
said, "In a few moments I want the band 
to play and I'm going to tell them what I 
want them to play." Of course, the band 
started getting the "Battle Hymn of The 
Republic" ready to play. This had been 
the theme song of the North throughout 
the Civil War. But Lincoln crossed them 
up. He stood there and said: "The band 
will now play the theme song of the 
people we have called our enemy. They 
are not our enemies any more! We are 
one people again. I want the band to play 
'Dixie.'" 

 Historians say there was a long, awkward  
 pause.  The band didn't have the music  
 to "Dixie," but  they finally got together  
 and played, "Dixie."  Lincoln knew that

Lincoln was saying that the South 
would be treated with love and 
compassion.

We ask the Risen Lord  to help us treat all with 
compassion and love so that we can spread the Gospel 
every day of our lives. 
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THE CALL COMES AGAIN:   
Three times Jesus asks Peter to 
feed his sheep.  Although this 

triple call mirrors Peter’s triple denial, Jesus does not 
intend to embarrass Peter but to heal him.  Accepting 
Christ’s renewed invitation, Peter moves forward to lead 
the Church.  
Adults: With whom do I sense resentment or bad will?  
Am I open to reconcile with that person? 
Children:  Do I know that no matter how many times I 
have done wrong God will give me another chance? 
A Family Perspective:  Consider a recent family meal: 
What food was served? Where did the food come from? 
Who prepared the food? Who served the food? Was 
mealtime a happy time? Why or why not? Observe that 
today's Gospel tells about a meal that Jesus shared with 
his disciples after his Resurrection. Read aloud today's 
Gospel, John 21:1-14. Reflect on the Gospel reading 
using the questions above. Talk about ways in which this 
meal that Jesus shared with his disciples might remind 
us of the meal we share at the Eucharist. You might 
choose to plan a special meal together as a family, 
encouraging each person to participate in the meal 
preparation. Pray together that Jesus will make his loving 
presence known in your family life.
