Because of this realization,
they begin to read the Hebrew Scriptures in new
ways and to understand the Resurrection as
consistent with the Law and the Prophets.

ASSOCIATE PASTOR

CONVERSION

Scripture scholar Raymond Brown suggests that the
Greek term for conversion, metanoia, means
afterthought. Many identify conversion with moral change.
But, in a sense, the people who rejected Jesus, especially
the Pharisees, were morally good people. They followed
the law. However, from the start they had refused to
change their minds. They felt that Jesus had nothing to
teach them. They had their minds made up that they
were self-made. They did not think differently after they
met Jesus the Christ. They missed the message—
morality and law do not save, God saves. Grace saves.
And the absolutely free gift of God's love and mercy is
what makes morality possible.

There is much concern these days about “the closing of
the American mind,” not only to the three R’s but also the
fourth R, religion. Up goes the cry, “Back to the basics!”
Indeed, we need the basics of religious knowledge. That
does not mean all the tomes of Thomas Aquinas. It does
mean what some have called the hierarchy of doctrine,
including such things as the Creed, Ten Commandments
and Beatitudes, the Our Father, and the Sacraments.

We can know those basics, however, and miss the basis.
Theologian Bernard Lonegran says that the basis of
conversion is to discover life as wonder, mystery—the gift
of God’'s love. At the heart of all doctrine is the one
message of God’s love in Christ Jesus through the Holy
Spirit. At the heart of all great stories of Scripture is God's
love calling us through death to life. How do we think
after we hear those stories? Do we connect those stories
with our own born-again and death-resurrection stories?
When catechumens put themselves into those stories—
when the stories cease to be just facts about Israel and
Jesus and become revelation of our dying and rising
through the power of God’'s love in a community of
today—it is one sign that Scripture and doctrine have
generated conversion for these new Catholic Christians.
The same holds for veteran Catholics, some of whom
Gallup polls claim are weak in personal faith in God's
love.

"THEN BEGINNING WITH MOSES...

and all the prophets, Jesus interpreted to them the things
about himself in all the scriptures." Luke 24:27

The Bible is a synthesis of history and literature. (I refer
here to the first books of what we call the Old Testament)
A redactor (editor) organized independent documents into
the form we now see. The Bible was the first attempt at
writing history. It takes some time and patience to see the
differences between our understanding of history and
theirs. Jesus himself takes on the role of teacher of the
tradition with the disciples on the way to Emmaus (quoted
above). He locates himself in the history of his people,
some of whom rejected him while many were the "first
church."

Biblical scholar David Noel Freeman speaks of "The First
Bible", that is the 11 book Primary history: Genesis,
Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers, Deuteronomy, Joshua,
Judges, 1 and 2 Samuel, 1 and 2 Kings. The four
covenants of Noah, Abraham, Moses and David are found
in these works and thus an understanding of God's
formation of a family of faith over the centuries. (If you
are really interested in this topic see: Richard Elliott
Friedman, Who Wrote the Bible?)

There are two accounts of Noah and the Flood interwoven
into one. Noah becomes the head of a household and
God asks him to be part of a re-creation. Sin had grown
and the Scripture records that "God regretted making
humankind." Noah is not a Jew. He is God's
representative to everyone on earth. He obeys all God's
commands and is called "upright in his generation.”

"The covenant with Noah” and its sign, the rainbow, “is the
first of four covenants on which the biblical understanding
of divine/lhuman relationship is based. This first covenant
promises security." David Cotter. Despite humankind's
disobedience and sin, God continues to find ways to stay
in relationship with us.

MORE NEWS FROM SAINT PAUL
AGAINST THE CURRENT

Saul's full transformation into Paul is not
instantaneous.  After his  profound
experience near Damascus, he is led into
that city to the home of a Christian
believer named Ananias who baptizes
him Paul. (Often in the Bible, a
character's name change symbolizes a basic life change
as well.) Immediately after the baptism, "things like
scales" fall from his eyes and Paul can see again.

After his adventure, Paul spends some time in the deserts
of Arabia before embarking on the ministry he will pursue
the rest of his life (see Galatians 1:17). While he doesn't
elaborate on what he did during this time, it's likely that he
reflects and prays about his new calling.

When Paul talks about his new beliefs in public, the
response he gets from his audiences is unanimous.
Thumbs down! Nobody likes him.

Feeling terribly betrayed, the Jews in Damascus who
supported Paul in his attempts to persecute the Christians
plot to kill him. Paul leaves Damascus at night in order to
foil the plot and succeeds only with help from his friends:
"...his [Paul's] disciples took him one night and let him
down through an opening in the [city] wall, lowering him in
a basket."

Paul's luck doesn't get much better in Jerusalem. When
he had left town, he was known as an enemy of the
Christians who lived there. Now he's back claiming to be
one of them! The disciples of Jesus are suspicious.
Fortunately for Paul and for the Church he would help to
build, a disciple of Jesus named Barnabas takes Paul
under his wing and introduces him to Peter and the other
leaders of the Christian community. For a while things are
calm, but eventually another plot against Paul is formed.
Once again Paul has to be smuggled out of town. This
time Paul heads for home, the city of Tarsus located on
the southeastern shore of Asia Minor (modern Turkey).

It may be hard to understand how any talk about religious
beliefs could get a person in so much trouble with the
authorities. In our country, no particular religion is
promoted or prohibited. This was not true in the ancient
world when the emperor was seen as a god and religious
law and civil law intertwined. Any person who questioned
the official religion of a region was also seen as a threat to
the local civil authorities.
