The recurrence of the number twelve in the 
passage reflects the ancient view that twelve was 
a special number that signified completion.  Thus, 
the heavenly city of God is shown to be cosmically 
complete.

Today’s reading from John’s Gospel 

continues with excerpts from Jesus’ Last Supper 
address to his disciples.  It conveys the 
evangelist’s belief that those who love as Jesus 
loves experience a mystical sharing of divine life 
with the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit.

ASCENSION OF THE LORD 
 

Thursday, May 13 is the Ascension of the Lord, a Holy 
Day of Obligation.  Masses for Ascension are 
Wednesday, May 12 at 5:30 p.m., and Thursday the 
13th at 7:00 a.m., 12:05 and 7:30 p.m.  
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 Psalm 11 
 
Though my heart is secure in Love’s gentle 
 protection, how could anyone seriously say to 
 me:  “Hasten to Love’s mountain top  
 as if you could fly!” 
 
Can’t they see that the closed-minded are preparing 
 an ambush. 
Their weapons are carefully aimed to strike at the 
 hopeful of heart. 
When the very basis of life’s Love is in jeopardy of 
 being overrun, where can those seeking 
 gentle encouragement go? 
 
With quiet conviction I will profess that Love watches 
 from a sure and lofty dwelling; and Love’s 
 longing watches out for gentleness.   
With discerning eye, Love surveys the scene, and 
 with a searching glance, embraces both sides. 
 
Those who champion the violence of deceit, Love 
 subverts.   
It is their own burning desire to destroy, that fills their 
 minds with scorching confusion. 
 
While Love is just Love and forever Love. 
And all who turn to face Love are eternally protected. 
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Sixth Sunday of Easter 
 

“ I have told you this while I am with you. The 
Advocate, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will 

send in my name, will teach you everything and remind 
you of all that I told you.” (John 14: 25-26) 

 
 In our Gospel today, Jesus promises that He will 
send the Holy Spirit to be with us, his disciples, his 
Church forever.  The Spirit urges us to the truth and the 
good.  Because of the presence and the power of the 
Holy Spirit we have the ability to accomplish brave and 
good works and to struggle against evil and sin.  Here is 
a reflection I hope you will enjoy.   
 
It is one of the little-known stories of World War II: the 
greatest art theft in history. While the Nazis marched 
across Europe in the early 1940s, Hitler and his deputy 
Herman Goering were systematically stealing 
civilization’s most treasured works of art.  Hitler’s plan 
was to build the world’s greatest museum — The Fuhrer 
Museum — near his birthplace in Linz, Austria, following 
the Nazi victory he anticipated. 
 
While the Nazis were stealing and sometimes destroying 
thousands of priceless canvases and artifacts, a small 
group of Americans were making heroic efforts to save 
them.  General Dwight Eisenhower formed a small band 
of art historians and museum curators — the 
Monuments, Fine Arts, and Archives section — to 
minimize the damage to monuments and architecture 
and track down works stolen by the Nazis. 
 
The 350 members of the unit, who became known as the 
“monuments men,” conducted the greatest treasure hunt 
in history.  They tracked down and returned tens of 
thousands of pieces of stolen art and cultural artifacts by 
such masters as Michelangelo, Rembrandt, Picasso and 
da Vinci.  In the end, they had discovered more than a 
thousand repositories of paintings, sculpture, furniture 
and archives stolen by the Nazis, hidden in warehouses, 
caves and castles.  Perhaps the greatest cache of loot 
was found in a salt mine in the Austrian Alps, where the 
Nazis had stashed hundreds of crates of paintings and 
sculpture, including stained glass removed from 
Strasbourg Cathedral. 
 
The “monuments men” painstakingly searched archives, 
translated documents, collated records and extracted 
needles from thousands of haystacks to ensure that 
works were returned to their rightful homes.  Their 
records are considered invaluable to art historians and 
curators today; some works are only now being returned 
to their original owners. 
 

The work of the “monuments men” is only now being 
recognized.  As one of the last surviving “monuments 
men” said, “We Americans, for the first time in the history 
of civilization, adopted a policy which said that to the 
victor do not belong the spoils of war.”

 As we prepare for the celebration of the Lord’s 
Ascension this week, we rejoice because of Jesus 
Christ’s victory over death and sin.  We ask the Lord to 
help us make things right and good in all we do. 
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THE INDWELLING SPIRIT:   In 
the Gospel, Jesus reveals the 
Father’s plan to sustain the 

disciples’ belief when Jesus returns to the Father.  
This departure should be marked by joy rather than 
sorrow.  The departure of Jesus offers to us the gift of 
peace and the Holy Spirit for all time. 
 
Adults: How have I observed the action of the Holy 
Spirit in the Church? 
Children:  When has the Holy Spirit guided me to 
follow Jesus’ way of love? 
A Family Perspective:  Parents are always helping 
their children prepare for something, whether that 
consists of getting ready for school, preparing for an 
exam, or making preparations to go on vacation. In 
today's Gospel, Jesus prepares his disciples for his 
Passion, death, and Resurrection.  
He promises his Holy Spirit, gives them the gift of his 
peace, and tells them not to be troubled.  
As a family, talk about the kinds of events that you 
have prepared for together; surgeries, funerals, 
vacations, and first days of school are some 
examples. Talk about why it is important to prepare for 
important events in our lives. Then read aloud this 
Sunday's Gospel: John 14:23-29. Talk about how 
Jesus prepared his disciples for his Death and 
Resurrection and how he wanted them to be prepared 
for what would happen so that they would be able to 
believe. 

In the home:  When you are faced with a decision or a 
problem, make it a habit to ask the Holy Spirit for 
guidance.
