Once again, our fifth grade Religious Education 
classes participated in Fill the Ark, sponsored by 
Heifer International.  For just four weeks, students 
found creative ways to earn money to fill their ark 
(bank).  Some family members even matched the 
contributions made by their fifth grader for a 
collective sum of $550.  This money will be used by 
HPI to purchase animals that will be a source of 
nourishing food and income to support safe 
housing for needy families around the world.  HPI 
also provides the necessary training in farming for 
the recipients.  Families are instructed on how to 
care for their precious gift without harming the 
environment and they are taught how to share the 
benefits of the offspring with an every-widening 
circle of people.  In short, HPI helps hungry families 
feed themselves and care for the earth.  Our fifth 
graders selected the following gifts:  one water 
buffalo, one goat, trees, bees, chicks, ducks and a 
share of a pig.  Because of their gifts, the burden of 
worry has been replaced with a feeling of hope and 
with the light of Christ for struggling families. A 
special thank you to our fifth grade catechists Pam 
Johnson, Pat Logue, Milton Miyashiro and Mary Liz 
Sullivan for reminding all of us that together we can 
make a difference in the life of others.

CONVERSION 
 

Another sign of conversion, especially for Catholic 
Christians and others who believe in a sacramental 
world, is discovering and celebrating God’s 
presence and love in the liturgy: in bathing, 
anointing, eating, drinking, reconciling, marrying, 
leading and healing, in gesture and vesture, smells 
and bells.  The Catholic vision, which celebrates 
God’s creation and love in the Eucharist and other 
sacraments, extends to the whole of creation—
rejoicing in God’s goodness revealed in all the 
earth’s blessings.  At our best, Catholics have 
special devotion to parties.  As English author 
Hilaire Belloc put in the 1930’s, “Where the 
Catholic sun does shine, there’s music and 
laughter and good red wine.  At least that the way 
I’ve always found it so, ‘Benedicamus Domino.’” 
  
Catholics take the incarnation, the enfleshment of 
God, very seriously.  We have never came closer 
to God than we did in the flesh of Jesus.  But his 
Spirit has been poured forth on all flesh.  Wherever 
“two or three gather in his name” to “do things in 
memory of him,” God in Christ Jesus is in our 
midst.  For new Catholics the most powerful 
experience of God’s presence in community are 
usually the liturgies of the RCIA, especially the 
robust incarnation of that presence in light, Word, 
water, oil, meal and community at the Easter Vigil.  
For all Catholics a sign that they are entering more 
deeply into a Catholic understanding of conversion 
is that they are able to celebrate their lives as born 
again and again in the liturgical year, brought 
through death to life in the galaxy of Catholic

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JESUS, MOSES, ISRAEL AND DAVID 
In the gospel of Matthew the author "alludes to the Old 
Testament by drawing comparisons between ancient 
persons, places and events and Jesus himself." 
Jesus fasts 40-days as did Moses. The Hebrew people 
spent 40 years in the desert on their way to freedom. 
Jesus gives the new law in the "Sermon on the Mount." 
Moses spoke twice to the people at Mts. Sinai and 
Horeb. In the Transfiguration account, Matt. 17:1-5, 
Jesus is presented as the prophet-like-Moses.  
  

The Lord's life is one of testing like the Israelites in their 
Exodus from Egypt. The church is given the same 
mission as the Israelites, namely to be a light to the 
nations.  
  
Jesus assumes David's role but Jesus is king forever 
and in a way not of this world and its power and political 
systems. Jesus is king of meekness, patience and 
gentleness. He is likewise to be our judge who 
nonetheless, does not yearn for anyone's condemnation. 
After his Resurrection the disciples went about preaching 
repentance of sins in his name. This is a first step.  
  

Jesus himself is the new Temple who, in the Holy Spirit 
reminds us that we ourselves are temples, dwelling 
places, of the Spirit.  
  

The true kindred of Jesus are those "who do the will of 
my Father in heaven." 12:50 
  

We may be encouraged as well as sobered by God's 
unfailing fidelity in the face of our human infidelity and 
weakness. God never abandoned those who followed 
him. Through the centuries God renewed his promises 
again and again. Jesus himself, especially in the 
Eucharist, continues to pour out mercy upon us. In the 
liturgical cycle we have his glorious living presence and 
memory until time itself shall end.    – Sr. Patricia Marks   
 

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION NEWS
 

WITHOUT ME YOU CAN DO 
NOTHING!:  
 It is difficult in today’s culture 
to admit that we depend on 

God for everything; that apart from him we can do 
nothing.  We tend to be self-sufficient and feel powerful 
when we stand up alone.  The Gospel tells a different 
story. 
Adults:  Is there anything or anyone that keeps me 
separated from Christ?  What can I do about it? 
Children:  When I have something to do that is very hard, 
do I ask Jesus to help me and trust that he will? 
 
A Family Perspective:  Talk about the integral connection 
between all the parts of a healthy plant. Introduce today's 
Gospel by saying that Jesus talked about his relationship 
to his disciples using this metaphor.  Explore how our life 
of prayer and our union with Jesus will lead us to fruitful 
service to others. 
 

RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD:  Use one of these 
suggestions or one of your own to respond to God’s word 
this week. 
In the home:  Ask everyone to share a time when 
someone helped them accomplish a task they could not 
have done without assistance.  Compare that with the 
way Jesus is always helping us. 
In the workplace or in school:  Offer to help a friend who 
is struggling with some task. 
In the community:  Reach out to someone who is lonely 
(the sick, elderly, homebound) and do something 
concrete to make them feel connected to God who 
always cares for them.

EMBRACING CHRITIAN SPIRITUALITY: 
  Although some Christians embrace voluntary poverty as 
a means of growing in holiness, too many of our family, 
neighbors and friends find themselves living in a poverty 
that is neither willed nor holy.  With the current economic 
downturn, many of us are being pushed to simplify our 
lifestyles.  This is consistent with Church teaching which 
calls us to “practice poverty of spirit and generosity of 
heart.  These virtues liberate us from being slaves to 
money and possessions…They also enable us to adopt 
a simplicity of life that frees us from consumerism and 
helps us preserve God’s creation” (U.S. Catholic 
Catechism for Adults, pp. 449-450).  Jesus said, “Do not 
worry, saying, ‘What will we eat?’ or ‘What will we drink?’ 
or ‘What will we wear?’…Your heavenly Father knows 
that you need all these things” (Matthew 6:31-32).  For 
many of us, the downsizing that is being thrust upon us is 
the lifestyle that Christians should aspire to anyway.  It’s 
just that now we may not have a choice. 
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MORE NEWS FROM SAINT PAUL 
OURSELVES AS PAUL 

When it comes to the spiritual life, we so 
easily come up with pretexts for 
discounting the possibility of ever 
becoming holy.  But the great genius of 
Saint Paul is the way he strips us of every 

alibi – there is no excuse for not pursuing sanctity.  With 
an authority like no other, Saint Paul attests that “God 
chose the lowly and despised of the world, those who 
count for nothing, to reduce to nothing those who are 
something” (1 Cor 1:28).  This means that no matter how 
inadequate, deficient, or unworthy I may think I am, the 
fact is that God has chosen precisely people like me.  
The Father’s consummate mercy is expressed in the fact 
that God “calls into being what does not exist” (Rom 
4:17)…especially what does not yet exist in my person 
that God purposefully calls into being so that I will 
become fulfilled and happy.  When I verify the fact that 
God acts this way in the world, I get filled with an 
irrepressible hope, and “hope does not disappoint, 
because the love of God has been poured out into our 
hearts” (Rom 5:5).  What is more, my experience of 
personal inability and anguish becomes a tool for 
sanctifying others, for God “encourages us in our every 
affliction, so that we may be able to encourage those 
who are in any affliction with the encouragement with 
which we ourselves are encouraged by God” (2 Cor 1:4).
