In Acts, Stephen dies with 
similar words on his lips, thus providing another 
model of how Christians ought to face their 
deaths.

Today’s second reading concludes several 
weeks of excerpts from the book of Revelation 

by presenting the final verses of that New 
Testament book.  The author, writing to churches 
that have been the victims of Roman oppression 
and torture, encourages his readers to remain 
steadfast in the faith.  Jesus is coming soon to 
conquer the evildoers and to exalt the righteous.

On the seventh Sunday of Easter, we always 
read from the 17th chapter of John's Gospel. 

This chapter of John's Gospel comes at the 
conclusion of Jesus' Farewell Discourse delivered 
to the disciples at the Last Supper. The whole of 
this chapter is a prayer of Jesus, commending 
himself to the Father and expressing his care and 
concern for his disciples. At the end of this prayer, 
Jesus and his disciples depart for the garden, and 
Jesus is arrested.

Seventh Sunday of Easter 

 The Gospel for today reveals Jesus at the Last 
Supper praying for his disciples.  This is called the 
Priestly Prayer of Jesus because he is interceding on 
behalf of his friends.  He is praying that they may be 
united, that they may be one.  This is Jesus’ prayer and 
fondest hope for us as well.  We also should pray for 
unity in the Church.  This is the first of the “marks” of the 
Church.  The Church is One, Holy, Catholic, and 
Apostolic.  Our prayer will be effective in many ways.  
Here is a brief reflection about prayer I hope you will 
enjoy. 

In a scene from Shadowlands, a film based 
on the life of C.S. Lewis, Lewis has returned to 
Oxford from London, where he has just been 
married to Joy Gresham, an American woman, 
in a private Episcopal ceremony performed at 
her hospital bedside. She is dying from cancer, 
and, through the struggle with her illness, she 
and Lewis have been discovering the depth of 
their love for each other. As Lewis arrives at the 
college where he teaches, he is met by Harry 
Harrington, an Episcopal priest, who asks what 
news there is. Lewis hesitates; then, deciding to 
speak of the marriage and not the cancer, he 
says, "Ah, good news, I think, Harry. Yes, good 
news.”  

Harrington, not aware of the marriage and 
thinking that Lewis is referring to Joy's medical 
situation, replies, "I know how hard you've been 
praying .... Now, God is answering your prayer."  
"That's not why I pray, Harry," Lewis responds. 
"I pray because I can't help myself. I pray 
because I'm helpless. I pray because the need 
flows out of me all the time, waking and 
sleeping. It doesn't change God; it changes me."

Next weekend our parish will take up the Peter’s 
Pence Collection.  This Collection allows the Holy 
Father to cast the light of Christ upon the world by 
providing emergency assistance to those who need 
it most around the globe.  In 1965, Pope Paul VI 
addressed those who suffer with these words: “know 
that you are not alone, separated, abandoned or 
useless.”  Our support of the Peter’s Pence 
Collection recognizes that we have an obligation to 
help those who endure extreme hardship, providing 
a balm for those in desperate need.  Please be as 
generous as possible. 
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I BELIEVE, WE BELIEVE:  
Our beliefs shape who we are 

and how we live.  They guide our thoughts and 
actions, and help us be the type of person we long to 
be.  Beliefs are important. 
Adults: What are the most influential Christian beliefs 
in my life?  In what ways do these beliefs shape who I 
am and what I do? 
Children:  What do I believe about God the Father, 
Son, and Holy Spirit?  What can I do this week to put 
this belief into action? 
A Family Perspective:  Gather as a family and talk 
about the things that you want most for each other. 
Talk about the fact that as we work toward these 
things we also work to protect one another from other 
things, especially harmful things. What do you want to 
protect each other from? Observe that in today's 
Gospel, Jesus shows these same two tendencies as 
he prays for something he wants for his disciples and 
prays for their protection as well. Read together this 
Sunday's Gospel, John 17:20-26. Consider what 
Jesus wants for his disciples (union with the Father as 
Jesus is united with the Father). We know that when 
Jesus prayed for his disciples he was praying for us 
as well. We pray for these things as well—for 
example, when we pray the Lord's Prayer.  
 

RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD:  Use one of these 
suggestions or one of your own to respond to God’s 
Word this week. 
In the home:  Discuss one of the beliefs of the 
Catholic faith, and share how it shapes your life. 
In the workplace or in school:  Give public witness to 
what you believe by how you treat others. 
In the community:  Take a stand for what you believe.  
Let others know that your faith influences how you 
vote.

Dear Faith Community of Assumption of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary, 
 

Thank you does not seem adequate enough to 
express how grateful I am for your support of the 
Hope House food pantry.  I wish you could see the 
impact of your generosity on the people who are 
seeking assistance.  Recently there have been many 
news articles about the national demands on food 
banks that reflect the conditions of community needs 
across the county.  When I speak with colleagues in 
other NJ counties, we all agree that we are seeing a 
much different client in our food pantry, an educated 
client who had a white collar management position, 
has been job searching for over a year and has run 
out of resources and strategies.  These new clients 
articulately express their feelings of despair and 
desperation that they find themselves dependent on 
others for a basic necessity of life, food.  The volume 
of need is discouraging, however, I have continued to 
be inspired by not only the generosity of the 
community in their food donations, but also by the 
wonderful people who volunteer to staff the Hope 
House food pantry.  These volunteers signed on to 
distribute food perhaps not knowing how central 
giving hope is while giving help.  They are your voice 
and hands and I want to report to you that you are 
making an unforgettable difference for 1,000 people a 
month.  In February, we set a new record, distributing 
1,300 pounds in a single day.  On average the Hope 
House food pantry is open to clients 16 hours a week 
and in that time over the four weeks of March almost 
10,000 pounds of food was distributed to individuals 
residing in over 30 locations in Morris County.   
 

Your compassion along with your donations truly 
gives dignity to someone you may even know.
