The Spirit empowers the
Church to be a healing and reconciling
presence in the world.

FROM THE
ASSOCIATE PASTOR

INCLUSIVENESS

In the next weeks | will be addressing the
“Inclusivity” which Jesus made a foundational part
of his revelation of God's plan. Contemporary
biblical scholarship has given us rich new insight
into the profoundly radical nature of Jesus’
inclusivity, not only of women but also of all the
marginalized in the new “realm of God” coming to
birth through Jesus’ teaching. Yet, proclamation
and education about Jesus’ remarkable non-
conformity to patriarchal (read “domination”) norms
of the times is largely non-existent in contemporary
preaching and celebration of the Eucharist. When
women and their daughters go to church, they
often do not see themselves reflected in the Word
and worship, let alone as the fully equal human
beings that Jesus saw them to be. This presents
a unique challenge to contemporary leaders of
worship.

In preaching and prayer, there is a crying need to
acknowledge the androcentrism (centrality of the
male) of our Scripture passages while
simultaneously uncovering Jesus’ radical
affirmation of the full humanity and dignity of
women. Further, celebration needs to include our
belief in the ultimate victory of Jesus’ resurrection
power at work in us to overcome sexism, racism,
homophobia and all the other *“isms” which
minimalize the full integrity, humanity and dignity of
God'’s people.

| believe there is much that can be done to
proclaim the Good News of the Gospel in a way in
which the young, and all those we are tempted to
marginalize, can experience inclusion,
empowerment, and even a kind of existential
wonder at the fullness of God's loving Word
revealed to us in Jesus Christ.

In these next weeks, | will give a brief overview of
contemporary biblical scholarship about the
inclusive practice of Jesus as seen in the Gospels,

Acts, and Pauline texts. | will contrast this
inclusivity with some examples of the exclusion of
women in present lectionary readings. | will

conclude with suggestions for prayer, preaching
and proclamation that allow the fullness of Jesus’
liberating vision for women and men to be

recognized and celebrated.



A PASTOR'S HEART

In the parable of the Prodigal Son, the father waits
for the return of a son who has wandered off and
may be in danger. The father likewise appreciates
the elder son who has remained loyal. The Good
Shepherd parable tells us that God cares for the
sheep who stay close by and those who wander.
The elder brother does not see the sinner as the
father does. Rather, this stay at home son resents
the return of the "worthless" one who squanders
his inheritance yet gets a royal reception. These
family tensions exist wherever people gather.

There are those who want a pastor to be more
strict or more lenient, to be tough or more
compassionate. To spend more or less. To favor
one group over another. It is a difficult ministry to
be sure. The father mentioned above and the Good
Shepherd keep an eye out for the one who is in
most peril; the one who does not appreciate the
danger of his or her circumstances.

My own experience of Fr. Martin here at
Assumption has been of a pastor with the kind of
heart that the loving father and Good Shepherd
exemplify. The poor, sick, lonely and struggling
folks of the parish and beyond have had a loving
advocate in a pastor who never let up in his
tangible support and genuine concern.

The Apostle Paul never mentions, not even once in
all his letters, the term Christian. It is mentioned in
Acts and in the first letter of Peter. Paul saw the
followers of Jesus as those sent to the nations to
bring the good news of God's unchanging love in
Jesus the Christ through the Holy Spirit.

A good pastor sees his call as being one who is
sent to heal, to build, to respect. What can we say
at this time to Fr. Martin who has lived this for us?

MORE NEWS FROM SAINT PAUL
SAINT PAUL AND THE SPIRIT

The Apostle Paul has something very
important to teach us about the Holy
Spirit and about his presence in us. In
his letters, Paul spoke to us of the Spirit
not only by describing it as a dynamic and active
dimension of the Blessed Trinity, but also analyzed
his presence in the lives of Christians, which marks
their identity. In Paul’s reflection on the Spirit he not
only explained his influence on the action of
Christians, but also on their being. Indeed, it is he
who said that the Spirit of God dwells in us and that
“God has sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts.” In
Paul’'s opinion, therefore, the Spirit stirs us to the very
depths of our being. Here are some of his words on
this subject which have an important meaning: “For
the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has set me
free from the law of sin and death...you did not
receive the spirit of slavery to fall back into fear, but
you have received the spirit of sonship. When we cry,
‘Abbal Father!’ it is the Spirit himself” who speaks in
us because, as children, we can call God “Father.”
Thus, even before he does anything, the Christian
already possesses a rich and fruitful interiority, given
to him in the Sacraments of Baptism and
Confirmation, an interiority which establishes him in
an objective and original relationship of sonship with
God. This is our greatest dignity: to be not merely
images but also children of God. It is an invitation to
live our sonship, to be increasingly aware that we are
adoptive sons in God’'s great family. Indeed, the
confession of an original sharing in this Spirit by the
Risen Lord, who himself became a “life-giving Spirit,”
is part of the specificity of the Christian faith. For this
reason, St. Paul spoke directly of the “Spirit of Christ,”
of the “Spirit of his Son” or of the “Spirit of Jesus
Christ.” It is as though he wanted to say that not only
is God the Father visible in the Son, but that the Spirit
of God also expresses himself in the life and action of
the Crucified and Risen Lord! ~The Apostles Our
Sunday Visitor, Inc.
