This story is one of the most eloquent expressions of
the core message of Jesus’ ministry.

Adults: Knowing the boundlessness of God’s mercy,
how will | respond?

Children: How does it feel to know that God forgives
my mistakes?

A Family Perspective: Families are familiar with the
concept of an I0U. Children especially are in the habit
of borrowing from one another and owing something
to someone. In this Sunday's Gospel, Jesus tells a
story of two people who owe different amounts of
money to a creditor. One owes a small amount and
the other owes a large amount. It doesn't take a rocket
scientist to figure out which person will be happier
about having the debt forgiven! Talk as a family about
times that various family members have borrowed
from one another or owed something to one another.
Share with your children the realities of being a
homeowner and owing money on a house, a car, and
other possessions. With these realities in mind, read
aloud Luke 7:36—8:3. Discuss what it would feel like
to have your debts forgiven. Talk about how, because
of the forgiveness of sins we receive from Jesus, we
owe a debt of gratitude to God.

RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD: Use one of these
suggestions or one of your own to respond to God’s
Word this week.

In the home: Develop the habit of taking time to
examine your day and note your shortcomings as you
seek God’s mercy.

In the workplace or in school: keep from judging the
faults and deficiencies of others. Stand ready to
forgive as you have been forgiven.

SUMMER STRETCH, EXPAND YOUR FAITH: Build
a campfire in your yard or at a local park, and instead
of telling ghost stories, encourage your kids to tell
“God stories.” You may be surprised at how your
children have experienced the presence of God in
their lives, and you may find that memories of your
own God experiences begin to surface.
