INCLUSIVENESS 
 
 

WOMEN IN THE EARLIEST CHURCHES 
 

In the last chapter of Paul’s letter to the Romans, 
10 of the 29 church leaders whose favor he seeks 
are women.  Phoebe, Paul’s patroness at 
Cenchreae, and Prisca, (who, with her husband, 
Aquila, was a prominent missionary) head the list.  
Paul’s letters, (excepting Timothy and Titus which 
were not written by him), are the earliest Christian 
manuscripts we have, and they constitute strong 
historical evidence for the co-equal leadership roles 
of women and men in the infant church.  This 
equality is reflected in the Galatian baptismal 
formula: “There does not exist among you Jew or 
Greek, slave or free, male or female. All are one in 
Christ Jesus.” (Gal.3:28).  This text was most 
probably an early hymn or prayer that every newly 
baptized Christian sang or prayed with great 
rejoicing. 
  

The Acts of the Apostles refers to “Phillip’s 
prophetic daughters” (Acts 21:9-10).  The early 
church historian Eusebius attributes the apostolic 
origins of the provincial Asian churches to their 
ministry, thereby acknowledging that at least some 
women were transmitters of apostolic tradition.  
What a pity that their names are lost to us!  The 
Didache, one of the earliest worship manuals, 
names those who offer the hospitality of their 
homes as the normal leaders of Eucharistic 
Celebrations (remember, all of the celebrations of 
the Lord’s Supper were originally done in homes 
since there were no Christian church buildings). 
 

Female leaders flourished alongside male leaders 
in the egalitarian and orthodox Valentinian and 
Montanist churches of Asia Minor until the forth 
century when they were suppressed.  By this time, 
Constantine had succeeded in using Christianity to 
unify the crumbling Roman empire.  Christian 
worship moved from “house churches”, where 
women’s leadership was culturally acceptable, to 
the public space of the “basilica”, where it was not.  
With some notable exceptions, this male-only 
leadership became the norm in Christianity until the 
20th Century. 
                                  ������������������   
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TOUCHED BY FAITH: 
Faith is the key word in 
today’s Gospel.  Jesus 

commends the woman indicating that it is her faith 
that has saved and healed her.  He comforts Jairus 
with the command, “Do not fear, only believe” 
(Mark 5:36).  Faith is a gift of the Spirit poured into 
us at Baptism.  With faith we can face seemingly 
hopeless situations. 
Adults:  How has my faith in Jesus brought me 
through difficulties? 
Children:  When has Jesus helped me face an 
illness or a painful circumstance? 
A Family Perspective:  When you gather as a 
family, talk about the similarities and differences 
between the two people who presented their needs 
to Jesus in this Gospel. Notice that both people 
received the healing they sought from Jesus. We 
want to pray for the needs of others and for our 
own needs with as much faith and hope as Jairus 
and the woman with the hemorrhage did.  
 

RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD:  Use one of 
these suggestions or one of your own to respond to 
God’s word this week. 
In the home:  When a family member is ill, take a 
moment to place your hands on them and pray for 
healing. 
In the workplace or in school:  Reach out to a sick 
colleague or classmate.  If the situation allows, 
offer to pray with them. 
In the community:  Discern if you are called to 
become part of the Good Samaritan ministry here 
at Assumption. 
 

RAVE REVIEW:  The Death of a Child:  Reflections 
for Grieving Parents by Elaine E. Stillwell (ACTA, 
2004) Elaine Stillwell lost a son and a daughter, 
ages 19 and 21, in a car accident in 1986.  She 
describes her early grief as excruciating and 
unimaginable.  “My heart felt like it was being 
crushed in a vice, and my energy level left me 
feeling paralyzed.”  Stillwell’s book is more than a 
story of her personal journey, however.  Through 
Stillwell’s stories of her own experience and that of 
other grieving parents, she weaves a tapestry of 
support and comfort.  The book manages to be 
both poignant and practical, acknowledging that no 
one way of responding to loss works for everyone, 
yet giving readers many different avenues that 
have proved to be meaningful or effective for other 
parents.

Today’s second reading from the 
Second Letter to the Corinthians deals 

with the collection that Saint Paul was organizing to 
assist the poor in the Church of Jerusalem.  This 
Christian community was much poorer than other 
Christian communities.  He collected funds from all 
over Asia Minor and Greece.  In a sense, this was a 
continuation of the temple tax when Jews would send 
money to the temple from wherever they lived. 
 
In taking up this collection, he was reminding the 
members of the community of the example of Jesus.  
Although Jesus was God and therefore had every 
right to exercise his divine prerogatives, he became 
poor for our sake.  Should we not be willing to share 
some of what we have in excess with those who do 
not have enough? 
 
This concludes our bulletin series highlighting the 
“Year of Saint Paul”.  Pope Benedict has declared an 
extraordinary “Year for Priests”, which began with the 
Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus, June 19, 
2009, and will end a year later on this same universal 
feast.  This special Year for Priests is a call to all 
priests to imitate and venerate the Sacred Heart of 
Jesus.
