In the society of
Jesus' time, with its distinctions between Jews and
Gentiles, men and women, clean and unclean, this
was a trick question. Jesus responds with one of
the most beautiful of all the parables, the Good
Samaritan. It is found only in Luke's Gospel. Jesus 3
has demolished all boundary expectations. It is not
social definitions such as class, religion, gender, or
ethnicity that determines who is our neighbor.

Compassion
“A Samaritan traveler who came upon him was
moved with compassion when he saw him.”
(Luke 10:33)

Jesus told the parable about the Good
Samaritan in answer to the question, “Who is my
neighbor?” His meaning: Everyone is my neighbor and
there is always some way we can respond with
compassion to the sorrow in people’s lives.

Edgar Guest, a renowned American poet at the
turn of the century, tells of a neighbor by the
name of Jim Potter. Mr. Potter ran the drug store
in the small town where Edgar Guest lived. Guest
recalled that daily he would pass his neighbor
and how they would smile and exchange
greetings. But it was a mere casual relationship.

Then came that tragic night in the life of Edgar
Guest when his first born child died. He felt
lonely and defeated. These were grim days for
him and he was overcome with grief. Several
days later Guest had reason to go to the drug
store run by his neighbor, and when he entered
Jim Potter motioned for him to come behind the
counter. "Eddie," he said, "I really can't express
to you the great sympathy that | have for you at
this time. All | can say is that | am terribly sorry,
and if you need for me to do anything, you can
count on me.”

Many years later Edgar Guest wrote of that
encounter in one of his books. This is how he
worded it: "Just a person across the way--a
passing acquaintance. Jim Potter may have long
since forgotten that moment when he extended
his hand to me in sympathy, but | shall never
forget it--never in all my life. To me it stands out
like the silhouette of a lonely tree against a
crimson sunset."

We ask the Lord to help us stop and spend time
when faced with another person’s burdens. The
consolation we can bring is invaluable and the difference
we can make is incalculable.

We musts learn to regard people less in the light of what
they do or omit to do, and more in the light of what they

THE COMMAND AND THE

WAY OF LOVE: For the vast

majority of people, there is no
guestion about whether we should love. Of course we
should. The more pressing question, and the one
raised by the Word of God is: How shall we love?

Adults: What situations or circumstances have
summoned me to compassion and taught me the
practical side of the commandment of love?

Children: How can | love other people as God loves
them?

A Family Perspective: Families rely on selfless love.
Parents show love for their children not just when it's
convenient, but whenever their children's needs must
be met. Imagine if the members of a family were
concerned only with their own needs. How quickly
things would fall apart! In the story of the Good
Samaritan, we learn about someone who went out of
his way to care for the needs of another. He
recognized the victim as his brother and accepted
responsibility for him. As a family, talk about the
responsibilities of each member of the family. Share
how you, as parents, care for the needs of everyone in
the family even when it's inconvenient. Ask your
children to share times when they did chores and
helped the family even when it was not convenient.
Read aloud this Sunday's Gospel, Luke 10:25-37. Talk
about how the Samaritan went out of his way to care
for the needs of the victim. Make a commitment as a
family to follow the example of the Good Samaritan.
Explain that the more you learn to accept
responsibility for each other's needs at home, the
more you'll be able to accept responsibility for the
needs of others in the world.

RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD: Use one of these
suggestions or one of your own to respond to God’s
Word this week.

In the home: Create a prayer list of persons and
groups who are, like the wounded person whom the
Good Samaritan served, struggling and in need.

In the workplace or in school: In conversation, raise
awareness of struggles that people are engaged in,
struggles that call for a compassionate response.

In the community: Do some research to identify the
various forms of help and outreach that are available
in the community.

FAITH: Simplify your lives. Summer is a great time
to sort through clothing, toys, sports equipment and
other possessions with the intention of sharing what
you have with people who are less fortunate. Or
have a garage sale and donate the proceeds to
charity.
