INCLUSIVENESS 
CATHOLIC LECTIONARY: 

WOMAN IN THE NEW TESTAMENT 
One of the most troubling and ironic lectionary 
omissions is one in which a woman takes the 
prophetic role of anointing Jesus’ head (Mt. 26:6-13). 
Even though Jesus himself promises: “I assure you, 
wherever the good news is proclaimed throughout the 
world, what she did will be spoken of in memory of 
her.”  How startling that this prediction of Jesus was 
ignored, when the lectionary was arranged in such a 
way that the telling of this woman’s act is edited out of 
the readings proclaimed in our Church!  How sad, 
most of us will never hear the proclamation of this 
faithful woman’s action, a female disciple who 
seemed to understand Jesus’ paschal mission best. 
  

So it is that in Matthew’s Palm Sunday passion 
account (Year A), we see that even though the 
passage begins with the woman anointing Jesus, the 
lectionary omits these verses (26:6-13).  The optional 
short version also concludes just before the mention 
of the faithful woman who had followed Jesus to 
Jerusalem from Galilee.  The Gospel reading for 
Wednesday of Holy Week repeats the Palm Sunday 
reading, again excluding the woman’s anointing.  The 
Palm Sunday passion reading from Mark’s Gospel in 
Year B again makes the anointing by a woman and 
the witness of women at the cross optional.  Lastly, 
John’s account of Mary of Bethany anointing Jesus at 
a banquet served by Martha, is not included in the 
reading of the passion on Good Friday, but is only 
read on a weekday—on Monday in Holy Week.  Not a 
day or date of terribly great significance which would 
draw large numbers of Roman Catholics to Church to 
enable them the opportunity to hear this important 
description of a woman’s faithful demonstration of 
love for and understanding of Christ’s significance.   
  

The anointing passages we do hear about are those 
in which the woman is the penitent sinner who 
washes Jesus’ feet with her hair.  Our daughters and 
sons hear about this woman every year on Thursday 
of the 24th week in Ordinary Time and on the 
Eleventh Sunday in Ordinary Time, Year C.  They 
may never hear about the prophetic woman who 
anointed Jesus’ head to strengthen him in preparation 
for his passion and death. This reinforces the 
unfortunate notion that women and sin are invariably 
linked.  How often do we hear about Peter the 
repentant sinner, even though he surely qualifies, as 
would Matthew the tax collector and Paul the 
tentmaker?                                    Love,  Fr. Dennis  
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GEAR FOR THE 
JOURNEY: Today’s 
Gospel reminds us 
that the early Church 

was a community of missionaries.  Its call was to 
spread the good news of Christ to others.  Because 
of this we can never become content only to keep 
the Gospel for ourselves.  The message of God’s 
love must be shared. 
Adults:  How do I see God leading me in my life 
today?  What concrete action can I take to 
cooperate with God’s guidance? 
Children:  What good thing can I do today which 
will keep me on God’s path? 
A Family Perspective:  As you gather as a family, 
talk about some household tasks that are more 
easily accomplished when two or more people work 
together. Talk about how working together not only 
makes the job easier, but also makes the task 
more fun because we are able to spend time 
together.  Ask: Why do you think Jesus sent out his 
disciples in pairs? Observe that Jesus continues to 
give us a community with which we share our life of 
discipleship—our family and the community of the 
Church.  
 
YOUNG CATHOLICS CAN BE EFFECTIVE 
MISSIONARIES:  Every member of the Catholic 
community is called upon to spread the good news 
of God’s great love for all.  All of us, even children, 
are called by our baptism to be missionaries, to 
evangelize.  How do children spread the good 
news?  Do they stand up at the pool or the 
playground and preach?  Of course not!  Their 
“preaching” has to flow from their daily lives.  First, 
they need to understand what evangelization is.  
Simply put, it is “preaching” the good news.  This 
preaching is directed to two groups of people: 

1. those who have never heard of Jesus, and 
2. those who have heard the good news but 

are in need of having their faith “stirred up” 
or awakened. 

Children can preach by sharing their faith with 
those in their daily lives in two basic ways: 

1. sharing what they believe and what they are 
learning about their faith; and 

2. living the values of Jesus through their 
actions. 

By doing these two things, children introduce 
people to Jesus and spread the good news. 
 

RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD:  Use one of 
these suggestions or one of your own to respond to 
God’s word this week. 
In the home:  Before a meal, remember a time 
when you knew that God was with your family.  Use 
that memory to build your faith today. 
In the workplace:  Notice a good development 
which is happening in someone’s life.  Affirm the 
person who is growing and support God’s grace in 
them. 
In the community:  Discern a way to contribute your 
time or financial resources to an effort which you 
believe is in accord with God’s will.
