INCLUSIVENESS 
 
SOME CONTINUED SUGGESTIONS FOR LISTENING 

TO OUR INCLUSIVE GOD IN JESUS CHRIST : 
 

When the readings specifically mention Jesus’ 
women disciples by name—Joanna, Susanna, 
Mary of Bethany, Martha, Mary his mother, Mary of 
Magdala, etc. — or mention is made of the 
prominent women leaders of the early Church — 
Prisca, Phoebe, Junia, Lydia, etc. — we must take 
the opportunity to educate people about Jesus’ 
inclusive practice.  Women, and especially girl-
children in our congregations can then begin to see 
themselves in the Gospel stories in roles other than 
repentant sinners, “gentiles”, or only in need of 
healing. 
 

Some Churches have begun a “Woman and the 
Word” column in their parish bulletin.  Competent 
women write their reflections on the readings of the 
day.  In this way the parishioners can become 
educated in contemporary biblical scholarship, see 
the Scriptures through a woman’s experience, and 
recognize and make visible women’s homiletic and 
ministerial gifts.  It is also an opportunity to see and 
hear women proclaiming the Good News of Jesus’ 
salvation as integral to their feminism. 
 

In proclamation, reinstate the women leaders 
excised by the Lectionary texts.  (see John Huels 
book:  More Disputed Questions on the Liturgy, for 
the canonical legality of adding verses). 
 

Celebrating the feasts of Mary of Magdala, July 22, 
the women Doctors of the Church — Catherine of 
Siena and Teresa of Avila — the many Mary feasts, 
and the other prominent women saints, such as 
Julian of Norwich, Claire of Assisi, and Therese of 
Lisieux — provides other valuable opportunities to 
make Jesus’ women disciples and contemporary 
biblical scholarship better known to our parishioners.  
An added bonus is to provide preaching opportunities 
for qualified women and men lay ministers.  During 
Advent, I have often reflected on how much our 
communities could be enriched by hearing the Good 
News preached through the eyes of an expectant 
mother.  On several occasions I have had this 
beautiful experience and my “advent expectation” was 
heightened, leading to even deeper joy at Christmas.   
                                                ����������������   
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A FAILURE TO 
UNDERSTAND: Just as 
God provided the 

Israelites with manna in the desert, Jesus is the 
Bread of God who lives in our midst and gives life 
and sustenance to the world.  This Bread of Life is 
Jesus himself.  Intimacy with Jesus and 
commitment to his teachings is to hunger no more. 
Adults:  How have the life, teachings, and presence 
of Jesus sustained and nourished me? 
Children:  What does the phrase “Jesus is the 
Bread of Life” mean to me? 
A Family Perspective:  Together as a family, name 
the wonderful gifts that God has given you and 
some of the remarkable deeds that God has 
accomplished in our world. Observe that it is 
important to stop to count our blessings because 
we can easily miss recognizing all of the wonderful 
things that God does for us. Read together today’s 
Gospel, John 6:24 – 35. Ask: Why are the people 
seeking out Jesus? (because he has fed them) 
What do they want from Jesus? (a sign that he has 
come from God) What does Jesus tell them? (he 
says that he will give them something greater and 
more important than the bread that fed their 
physical hungers; he will give them bread that will 
give them eternal life.) Recall that we have this gift 
from Jesus in the Eucharist. 
 
RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD:  Use one of 
these suggestions or one of your own to respond to 
God’s word this week. 
In the home:  Make a commitment to share a family 
meal together several times a week and invite each 
family member to take turns creating a blessing 
prayer which focuses upon those who are hungry in 
the world. 
In the workplace:  Connect with the poor in our 
community through the food bank, shelters, or 
literacy programs, and respond with coworkers, 
giving of your time and talent. 
In the community:  Learn about community projects 
that assist people in developing countries.

AN EXTRAORDINARY “YEAR FOR 

PRIESTS” 
Pope Benedict has declared an 
extraordinary “Year for Priests”, 
beginning with the Solemnity of the 
Sacred Heart of Jesus, June 19, 2009, 
and ending a year later on this same universal feast. 
We are challenged to root our lives in the priestly 
heart of Jesus and to mediate his presence to others 
in the world. 
 

The Pierced and Enflamed Heart:  God does not take 
away suffering, failure, and pain from our lives, but he 
invites us to unite our hearts with his own.  In that 
union of hearts, our sufferings can become 
redemptive.  Our failures can become the means to 
our growth and our ability to help others who struggle.  
Our pains can give us deeper compassion and impel 
us to become healers for others.  Our suffering can 
become the means to unite us more deeply to Christ 
and transform us into a source of strength and hope 
for others. 
 

Our secular tendency is to try to deny pain and make 
suffering go away.  But covering up our wounds may 
deny us their deeper gifts.  When we unite our hearts 
to the heart of Christ, we will know that our suffering 
is never wasted.  Our hurts can be transformed so 
that they no longer destroy us, but allow us to realize 
our essential goodness and live our lives in new 
ways.  When we open our lives to this transformation, 
we are drawing near to the heart of God. 
For reflection:  In what way does suffering become 
redemptive?  What examples have I experienced? 
The Sacred Heart of Jesus, Twenty-Third 
Publications 
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GOT PEACE?  LOOK OUT, NOT IN:  In his book 
Fifteen-Minute Retreats to Slow Down Your World 
(World Library Publications), Father Joseph 
Juknialis observes that love is the “ultimate 
makeover.”  Love makes us new, and God is love.  
Echoing the prayer of St. Francis of Assisi, 
Juknialis calls the reader’s attention to the great 
paradox of life – “the more we seek ourselves, the 
more we lose ourselves; and the more we are 
willing to lose ourselves, the more we find 
ourselves.” 
In a culture that often tells us to find peace in a 
bubble bath or on a golf course, Juknialis takes a 
different course:  “If you find 
yourself…discombobulated, then forget about your 
own life and begin to focus on the lives of others.  
Lo, your own life will then begin to settle into place, 
and you will grow closer to fine.”
