In the Church’s view, same-sex “marriage” is not a civil 
right.  A strong desire does not make a civil right.  Every 
man and every woman has a right to enter into marriage, 
but marriage as an institution can only be between a man 
and a woman.  Governments do not have the power to 
define marriage otherwise, because it is a permanent 
human institution that does not owe its existence to 
governments.  Marriage as a union of man and woman 
existed long before any nation, religion, or law was 
established.  In fact, the marital union is the human and 
social institution upon which civilization has always been 
structured.   
 

Same-sex “marriage” is not a civil right because same-sex 
couples cannot fulfill the core public purpose of marriage:  
protecting children by bringing men and women into the 
only kind of union that can bring new life into the world, and 
give children mothers and fathers.

 LAMB OF GOD 
 
In the story of Abraham and Sarah asked 

by God to sacrifice their only son, Israel would discern 
God’s covenant oath to make Abraham and Sarah’s 
descendants a mighty nation: “By myself I have 
sworn…because you…have not withheld your son…I will 
multiply your descendants as the stars of heaven…and by 
your descendants shall all the nations of the earth bless 
themselves” (Gen 22:16-17).  That was God’s IOU to 
Abraham and Sarah: it would also turn out to be Israel’s life 
insurance policy.  In the desert of Sinai, when the chosen 
people earned death by worshipping the golden calf, Moses 
invoked God’s covenant oath to Abraham and Sarah in 
order to save them from divine wrath (see Ex 32:13-14). 
  
Christians would later look upon the story of a father, 
Abraham, a wife, Sarah, and their son, Isaac as a profound 
allegory for the sacrifice of Jesus upon the cross.  The 
similarities were many.  First, Jesus, like Isaac, was a 
faithful parent’s only beloved son.  Again like Isaac, Jesus 
carried uphill the wood for his own sacrifice, which would be 
consummated on a hill in Jerusalem.  In fact, the site where 
Jesus died, Calvary, was one of the hillocks on Moriah’s 
range.  Moreover, the very first line of the New Testament 
identifies Jesus with Isaac as “the son of Abraham and 
Sarah” (Mt. 1:1).  To Christian readers, even Abraham’s 
words proved prophetic.  Recall that there was no 
punctuation in the Hebrew original, and consider an 
alternate reading of verse 8: “God himself will provide the 
Lamb, for a burnt offering.” The Lamb foreshadowed, of 
course, was Jesus the Christ, God himself—“that in Christ 
Jesus the blessing of Abraham and Sarah might come upon 
the gentiles” (Gal 3:1-4; see also Gn 22:16-18).  
   ���������������� ���������������� ���������������� ����������������  AND 
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EXCUSE ME,  
WHO ARE YOU? Jesus asks 
each of his disciples the same 
questions:  “But who do you 

say that I am?” (Mark 8:29).  Take time this week to 
explore your heart and to come up with your own 
personal response to Jesus. 
Adults:  How are my expectations of Jesus based upon 
my need to be served or on my willingness to serve 
others? 
Children:  What might I need to give up so that I can 
follow Jesus more closely? 
A Family Perspective:  As you gather as a family, talk 
about what we expect God to be doing in our world and 
in our family life. Why do you think Peter was so upset by 
what Jesus was saying in today’s Gospel? Notice how 
Jesus reprimands Peter. Do we sometimes forget to let 
God be God for us? That is, do we sometimes get 
discouraged because God doesn't act in our world in the 
ways that we expect? Pray together that we will 
remember that God is always working for the world's 
salvation in ways that are beyond our imagination.  
 
 
RESPONDING TO GOD’S WORD:  Use one of these 
suggestions or one of your own to respond to God’s word 
this week. 
In the home:  Agree as a family to go one week without 
eating desserts.  Contribute the money saved to the food 
bank or soup kitchen. 
In the workplace or in school:  Be a loving witness to the 
Gospel by doing good things for others without any 
expectations of future favors. 
In the community:  Find a way to share your time and 
talents for the benefit of others.  In the process, be open 
to having Jesus touch you through another person.
